How it works – Education Queensland’s Virtual Schooling Services
In 1999, the New Technologies Project (Education Queensland) recommended that a Virtual Schooling Service (VSS) be established to develop online services and flexible curriculum delivery options to maximise the educational benefits of Education Queensland’s considerable investment in network infrastructure.  As a response, the VSS commenced in 2000 as an innovative project to introduce new patterns of teaching students throughout the state using flexible delivery strategies and a range of learning technologies delivered via the network.  Because 1300 state schools were now “connected”, it was felt the VSS would provide a great opportunity to increase curriculum choices for students in rural, remote and smaller state high schools throughout Queensland.

The VSS has combined a unique mix of information and communication technologies or ICTs to provide students with the opportunity to interact with teachers, other students, experts and course material in an online environment.  Technology has undoubtedly been a great enabler, however, the learning process and environment needs to be managed at a number of levels to create a successful and sustainable online initiative.  This workshop explores the interconnections between people, technology and learning that have seen the VSS grow to be recommended as an ongoing feature of Queensland’s education service provision because of its potential to provide a significantly enhanced pedagogical model of distance learning.

Creating an inquiry learning model for your school
Rhode Street School is a decile 2, full primary in Hamilton city with a high Maori roll.  2004 is our 3rd year of the ICT contract.  We have been focusing on the philosophy and pedegogy of inquiry learning and trialing inquiry models from New Zealand and around the world.  Recently we devised our own Waka Matauranga model and we will be putting it into practice in 2004.  This has been developed using key foundations of our school culture.  Part of our journey was my invitation to share our learning with 80 principals in Jakarta, Indonesia, in August 2003.  I will share our journey (including some of the philosophy) and show you how to develop a model of your own.  Practical examples and videos of skills teaching, and ideas about assessment will be included and the Powerpoint and notes will be available to participants.
