Intranets – Teaching & Learning tools
Intranets are new technologies that can be effectively used in Schools and Colleges as a Teaching and Learning IT medium.  There are several Intranet Service Providers on the market.  Careful evaluation will be needed to find the right one suited to your needs.  De La Salle College has gone through this process and contracted with Linked using the SINA server of NSW.  Last year over 400 students were introduced to Intranet use at the College.  Action Research findings have been published in the latest Computers in New Zealand (Nov.  issue, 2003).

Trial use of the Intranet has revealed several new ways to output schemes and lessons across the full curriculum spectrum.  Students have adapted well to new technology.  Teachers have found a greater level of interest when assignments, lessons and homework are placed on the Intranet for easy student access.  The use of e-mail, discussion rooms, chat, Internet research, administrative tasks and simple daily communications are now common.  Control and supervision is decentralised and much easier.  The Intranet system is a cost-effective communication tool most suited for secondary schools.  This workshop will introduce you to the Intranet evaluation process, establishment routines and encourage you to trial Linked as your school Intranet.  Presenters will walk you through their own journey into this exciting new technology.

How it works – Education Queensland’s Virtual Schooling Service.
In 1999, the New Technologies Project (Education Queensland) recommended that a Virtual Schooling Service (VSS) be established to develop online services and flexible curriculum delivery options to maximise the educational benefits of Education Queensland’s considerable investment in network infrastructure.  As a response, the VSS commenced in 2000 as an innovative project to introduce new patterns of teaching students throughout the state using flexible delivery strategies and a range of learning technologies delivered via the network.  Because 1300 state schools were now “connected”, it was felt the VSS would provide a great opportunity to increase curriculum choices for students in rural, remote and smaller state high schools throughout Queensland.

The VSS has combined a unique mix of information and communication technologies or ICTs to provide students with the opportunity to interact with teachers, other students, experts and course material in an online environment.  Technology has undoubtedly been a great enabler, however, the learning process and environment needs to be managed at a number of levels to create a successful and sustainable online initiative.  This workshop explores the interconnections between people, technology and learning that have seen the VSS grow to be recommended as an ongoing feature of Queensland’s education service provision because of its potential to provide a significantly enhanced pedagogical model of distance learning.

Clare Linzey, Rosehill College
Developing a dynamic intranet: The Rosehill College Experience
During 2003 Rosehill College worked with Edtech to develop a dynamic intranet solution to meet the needs of secondary schools.  Rosehill College had a well-developed FrontPage based intranet, and a staff that supported the philosophy of using an intranet as a communication tool.  We were looking for a more dynamic solution that would allow ownership of the intranet to fall into the hands of teachers and students with minimal constraints.  We wanted to remove the barriers between the content developers/contributors and their audience.  The asp database driven solution we developed enables staff to contribute and communicate directly in the medium preferred by a large number of students with a minimum of web technology knowledge.

Creative Assessment in ICT
This workshop covers both the assessment of creative activities as well as more creative ways of assessing computing and ICT curriculum.  Participants will gain an understanding of assessing concept design, thumbnails, planning, writing a brief & evaluation. Producing effective ICT rich courses in Science.
A case study will be taken from the extensive Science integration at an Auckland secondary school (Macleans College), but it will be relevant to other subject areas.  Producing learning units at secondary level that use ICT extensively is different to primary.  There are constraints of limited time blocks and curriculum demands to be overcome and a large and varied staff to be brought on board all together if the initiative is to be a school wide one and not limited to a class or two.

Since 1998 Macleans College has run a full year program for all of their 500 year 10 students.  Most of the class lessons and many of the homework exercises set involve ICT.  Since that time, there has been increased understanding about effective uses of ICT in education which means that the course has evolved and if starting again today would no doubt be different to the beginnings 6 years ago.
